RETIRED EMPLOYEES OF KERN COUNTY
GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING

January 11, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 12:06 p.m. by President Phil Franey.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Walter Stewart and a moment of silence was held.  There were two new members and one guest at the meeting today.  Steve West, Kern Federal Credit Union, stated there is a program at the Credit Union where active and retiree members from Kern County will receive an additional .25% discount on auto loans which runs to the end of January.  Steve gave a list of the 10 biggest complaints to the Better Business Bureau.  1st Vice President Nancy Warnick introduced Susan Leedy, Senior Account Executive with Great-West Retirement Services.  Susan spoke on Deferred Compensation and Investments.   Norman Briggs announced the names of the four new Retirement Board members and invited all members to attend the Retirement Board Meetings on the second and fourth Wednesday mornings at 8:30.
TREASURER, Mary Lou Bennett gave the Treasurer’s Report for November 2010 and the total REOKC membership as of November 30, 2010 was 4,335. She also gave the report for December 2010 and the total REOKC membership as of December 31, 2010 was 4,389.
